lllegal construction of flats at Ishar Nagar was exposed by an Rl activist

After getting exposed for
unauthorised construction of
flats, the builder concerned
has paid around Rs 80.98 lakh
as CLU and building compo-
sition fee. However, the
approval for construction of
flats is yet to be taken, accord-
ing to officials of the MC
building branch.
The matter had come to
light when an RTI activist,

Kuldeep Singh Khaira, com-
plained to the Chief Vigilance
Officer (CVO), Local Bodies
Department, against the ille-
gal construction of flats on a
chunk of agricultural land
near Gill Garden Palace, Ishar
Nagar. The MC had also
issued a challan to RK
Builders and Developers for
illegally constructing flats but
construction was not stopped
by the company, sources said.
The developers had not
obtained no objection certifi-

cate NOC) from the fire wing
for these flats. The MC had
on January 19 wrote to the
Police Commissioner,
requesting to register an FIR
against RK Builders for get-
ting flats constructed in an
unauthorised manner.
According to the MC, the
developer has also violated
the norms of the Punjab
Apartment and Property
Regulation Act. Assistant

He claimed
that this land was agricul-
tural land and now it has
turned into residential land.
There are a large number of
land chunks which need to
be checked. He stated that he
was attacked and injured by
the goons. However, he said
that he would continue to
highlight the violators.

MC buildings get solar panels
as city takes first smart steps

Ludhiana: The first project
under the smart city mission
has started rolling, with the

installation of solarpanelsat

municipal corporation buil-
dings.

The work has started mo-
rethan two years after thean-
nouncement of the smart ci-
ty mission.

In the next five months,
these solar panels will beco-
me operational and make the
buildings power sufficient.

The panels are being in-
stalled at all four MC zonal of-
fices, fire stations at bus
stand and Hambran Road,

MC buildings on Gill Road
and multi-level parking lot
near Mata Rani Chowk. Total
roof area of these buildings
is 3,075 square metres. The

project will later cover some
of the MC sub-zonal offices,
too.

Five more buildings —
commissioner camp office,
squash court and MC swim-
mingpoolinRakhBagh;civic
body workshop on Hambran

Road; and Shastri badminton
hall in Guru Nanak Stadium
— will also be solar powered.
The panel installation work
has already started at MC
workshop and Shastri bad-
minton hall.

The civic body had issued

the work orders to a company
in June. The installation pro-
cess, which started after six
months, will take another fi-
vemonths to complete.

MC superintending engi-
neer of building and road de-
partment Pawan Sharma sa-
id, “The company has been gi-
ven six months (till June) to
complete the project. After
the installation of panels, the
firm will take Powercom'’s as-
sistance to make these func-
tional.”

Roof-top solar panels are
being installed under the
pan-city component of smart
citymission. While the cost of
theprojectisRs3.53crore, the
potential of solar panels is
470 KWP (kilo watt peak)
from which the annual elec-
tricity generation is estima-
ted at 70,500 kilo watt hour:,
